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Project 2: Scoping review on patient, caregiver and knowledge user engagement in
consensus-building healthcare initiatives

Comprehensive Research Experience for Medical Students (CREMS) project: We were delighted to
have Elliott Wong, a University of Toronto medical student, work with us this summer on a scoping review
aiming to identify and synthesize patient engagement and iKT approaches, methods and strategies used in
consensus-building initiatives in the healthcare context.

iIKT involvement:

Our goal is for affiliated knowledge users to move from consultants to co-creators.

Progress to date:

e Scoping review meeting (July 19, 2023): iKT panel members met to provide their perspectives and
input on the study protocol and key terms for the literature search, and how they wish to be involved.

e Level 1 screening of 5115 articles now complete.

o Level 2 full text review, data abstraction, data analysis, review write-up ongoing
